Needs List

Fabric

Fabric requirements are based on fabric 42” wide.

Charm squares = 5” square

· 3 fat ¼’s (6½” squares)

· 104 Charm squares or 8 fat ¼’s

· 1.3 metres – inner border & binding

· 1 metre – outer border 

OR 

· 1.8 metres (if you do not want to have a seam in your border.)

· 60” x 72” batting

· 4 metres backing fabric
Equipment
· Sewing machine, manual and usual sewing supplies. 

· Rotary Cutter.

· Cutting Mat.

· Rulers.
Cutting Instructions 
From the fat ¼’s - Cut 18 @ 6½” X 6½”  
From the charm squares/fat ¼’s –
Cut 35 @ 4½” x 4½”  
Cut 48 @ 4½” x 2½”  

Cut 169 @ 2½” x 2½”
Note: if you want to have some of your outer border fabric in the body of the quilt you can cut out your borders first, cut them longer than needed if you are unsure about your accuracy, it is easy to cut off but not to add on.
Inner Border 

Cut 2 @ 1½” x 42½”for the bottom and top.  

Cut 2 @ 1½” x 56½” for both sides.

Outer Border


Cut 2 @ 5½ x 44½” for the top and bottom

Cut 2 @ 5½” x 66½” for both sides.
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
