Finished size – 19” x 24” (wall hanging)

Note

This is an ideal project to show off those large floral fabrics that you just cannot bring yourself to cut up.  Choose a fabric which has a high visual impact, and select fabric for your butterflies to contrast it.

Needs List
FABRIC
Wall hanging
· 1 fat ¼ - feature floral

· .2 metre - ¼” border

· ½ metre contrast fabric, for 1st and 3rd border and binding.

· 1 fat ¼  black fabric – trellis

· .5 Fusible webbing (including butterfly requirement)

· Batting: 25” x 30”

· Backing fabric: 25” x 30”

Butterflies
· 2 fat ¼’s (batiks work well)

· 1 fat ¼ size of Fusible webbing

· Contrast thread -variegated 

· Small packet micro beads (these are very small beads with no holes)
· Wire – 5 gauge for butterfly antennae

EQUIPMENT
· Sewing machine, manual and usual sewing supplies, including a free motion/darning foot.
· Rotary Cutter.

· Cutting Mat.

· Rulers.

· Fabric marker, chalk, disappearing pen, freezer paper, bring what you have so you can experiment with different options.
· monofilament thread

· craft glue

· fabric stiffener (optional)
