Hand Quilting

This is a beginner’s class and will give you an introduction to hand quilting.  Throughout the class you will learn techniques and tips to help you master the art of hand quilting.  But like anything it requires patience and practice. 
Needs List
· ½ metre of calico or a light coloured homespun (washed and ironed)
· 19” square of Batting (the choice is yours, I like to use an 80/20 cotton/polyester mix) 
· Quilting needles (betweens) I would suggest bringing a size 9 or 10 for beginners. (In needle sizing, the higher the number, the shorter and thinner the needle.) 
· Hand quilting thread (one that will contrast with your fabric to enable you to see your quilting stitches)
· Thimble-a flat topped thimble with dimples on the sides and top.  
· Quilting hoop-if you do not own one see if you can borrow one for the day....I will bring a couple of extra ones.
· wash out blue marking pen
· pins and/or safety pins
· long doll needle 
· Ruler
· Scissors
· Coffee mug

Bring only if you have them:

· light box
· spare quilting hoop
· Quilting stencils
Bring any quilts that you are planning to hand quilt, as a group we can offer suggestions
