FABRIC

· 1 metre calico or light coloured homespun (washed and ironed)
· Batting 
· 20” x 40” ( I like to use an 80/20 cotton polyester)

· 1 fat ¼ with a large busy floral type motif 

EQUIPMENT
· Sewing Machine (clean) 
· Sewing machine manual

· Darning/free motion foot

· Walking foot – if you do not have one see if you can borrow one
· Machine needles (schmetz machine quilting needles.  These are available in 2 sizes 11/75 or 14/90 there is an assortment pack available as well) If you are not able to get them bring size 80 sewing machine needles.
· Thread 

· bobbin – cream or any light colour

· top thread, bring what you have and some that you would like to try, metallic thread is not a great choice for beginners.

· masking tape

· safety pins and teaspoon
· pencil and paper (A4)
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
