Please bring the following to the first session:

· broken china or broken tiles  (don’t get floor tiles as these can be hard to break up- tiles less than about 5mm thick are much easier to break)
· glass beads or coloured glass (optional)

· small shells or stones (optional)

· tile adhesive (available from hardware or tile stores)

· for your first project we recommend you bring a flat surface item ie an MDF picture frame (available from Spotlight), or a flat piece of wood or MDF.

· household hammer

· spatula

· rags

· rubber gloves

· piece of thick fabric (used for breaking tiles)

· pencil and paper

· tweezers

· coarse sandpaper

· safety goggles / glasses

Week 2 onwards: as well as the items above you will need the following:

· dry powder grout (available from hardware or tile stores)

· sponge
· 2x containers to mix grout in (e.g. ice cream containers)

· terracotta pot (medium size)

If your mosaic object is to go outdoors, please also bring:

· liquid nails (small squeezy tube), or other tile adhesive suitable for outdoor use

· cement-based grout

· object with a waterproof surface, such as a cement tile or terracotta pot that has been sealed with extra-strength PVA glue or tanalised ply that has been sealed

The tutor will bring a range of tile cutting tools that you can try using at the first session. You may wish to purchase your own tools once you see which ones work best for your project. These are available from most hardware or tile stores.
