Mystery Quilt

Finished size – 59” x 59”
This is an ideal project to dive into your stash and pull some coordinating fabrics out.  This quilt really lends itself to being a scrap quilt as long as you have a consistent background colour running throughout.
Note

Whilst this is a mystery quilt there are a couple of options to think about before coming to class in regard to how you like to applique.  Do you prefer fused applique or a needle turn applique?

If you are unsure I will be showing you the 2 different techniques.  Fusible applique uses bonded webbing and the most common fusibles are “Steam-a-seam” and “visoflix”.  I prefer “Steam-a-seam” as it is repositionable.
I will have supplies for needle turn applique but if you are wanting to try fusible applique you will need to bring some fusible webbing. 

Needs List

FABRIC

· 16  fat ¼’s – a coordinating collection works well.

OR

                               .5 metre of 8 fabrics
· 1.6 metres background fabric (a light solid colour works well, even white)

· 2 metres border and binding fabric. (not necessary for class if you prefer to wait till you see your finished quilt top)
· .5 metre Fusible webbing (please refer to note above)
EQUIPMENT

· Sewing machine, manual and usual sewing supplies. 

· Rotary Cutter.

· Cutting Mat.

· Rulers, long 24”, 8” or larger square ruler. (I will have extra ones available so just bring what you have)

· Pencil  

· Sharp scissors for cutting out shapes

· Thread for sewing
· Thread to match your fat ¼’s (???? Not easy to explain this but bring some thread along that will match your fabrics or even some variegated threads)
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
