MATERIALS 
Cot/lap Quilt)

Finished size – 48” x 36” (cot/lap quilt size)
Finished Block size – 6”
· 8 fat ¼’s – (8 fat ¼’s will yield 48 blocks)

· 1.5 metres of a background fabric
· Binding .5 metre
Note

You need to have a good contrast between your background fabric and your fat ¼’s, so if your background fabric is light choose dark fat ¼’s or vice versa if your background fabric is dark choose light fat ¼’s.
EQUIPMENT

· Sewing machine (cleaned), manual and usual sewing supplies. 

· Rotary Cutter.

· Cutting Mat.

· Rulers. (A square ruler, 8” or larger, if you do not own one don’t buy one.  Just bring along what you have.)
· Spray starch. 
Cot Quilt – cutting instructions

The amounts below will give you 48, 6” finished squares.

Background Fabric

1.5 metres of a background fabric
Cut 8 strips @ 5 ½” across the width of the fabric

Strip Fabric

8 fat ¼’s – (8 fat ¼’s will yield 48 blocks)

Cut a variety of widths from the fat ¼’s, no larger than 2¼” and no small than 1½”.
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
