Note

This is an ideal project to show off those themed fabrics that you may have been collecting.  I have made my quilt in African themed fabrics and have taken my colour palette from nature, using earthy tones.  This quilt is not limited to cultural fabrics and would look just as striking in large and small florals, New Zealand themed fabrics, leaf fabrics, and different shades of one colour.......The needs list is extensive but you do not need to bring all of these to class, just bring a selection of fabrics that you can build on over time. 
Needs List
FABRIC (based on the sample)

There are 6 different colour groups in the sample and so I have divided the fabrics into colour groups.  Remember this is based on the sample and your fabric choice may have different colours to that listed, as long as you have contrast and different values in your fabric choices you can adjust your colours accordingly.

· Orange – 6 fat ¼’s or equivalent.

· Terracotta – 3 fat ¼’s or equivalent.

· Mustard – 4 fat ¼’s or equivalent.

· Brown – 4 fat ¼’s or equivalent.

· Green – 3 fat ¼’s or equivalent.

· Black – 3 fat ¼’s or equivalent.

· .6 metre fabric for binding

· 3.5 metres backing fabric

· 66½” x 81½” batting
Bold indicates that you do not need this for the class.
NOTE

· Scraps of about 6” in size, some of the scraps will be from the fat ¼’s but it is a good idea to wait until you have completed some of the piecing before you purchase all of the fat ¼’s.  

EQUIPMENT
· Sewing machine, manual and usual sewing supplies. 

· Rotary Cutter.

· Cutting Mat.

· Rulers.

· 1 metre steam a seam(depending on your preference for appliqué – raw edge appliqué)

· freezer paper (depending on your preference for appliqué – needle turned appliqué)
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
