Doily Quilt

Note

This is the ideal project to use those doily’s we love collecting and that are lurking in cupboards.  The quilt is designed to fit any amount of doily’s as you can make it as big or as small as you like.  The key to this quilt is to have fabrics that will not over power your doily’s and ones that complement the embroidery of the doily’s.
Needs List

FABRIC

·  .3 metre cuts of fabric (Start with 6 and see if you need to add  

  more once you get an idea of where you are going)
· . 3 metre Cream fabric or linen to tone in with your doily’s.

·  1 metre iron on fabric interfacing, (light in weight)

·  Small amount of fusible webbing, 8” square

·  Selection of doily’s ( I have chosen to use only hand   embroidered ones but this is up to you.)
EQUIPMENT

· Sewing machine, manual and usual sewing supplies. 

· Rotary Cutter.

· Cutting Mat.

· Rulers, a square ruler if you have one
· Frixion pen, this is helpful for marking out your cutting line before cutting into your doily’s
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
