I know that all of us have felt the pull towards a jelly roll, so if you have one lurking in your stash this is the perfect project for you.  Using just 2 contrasting fabrics and a border fabric you too can create a quilt using your jelly roll.

Needs List
FABRIC

· 1 Jelly Roll......( minimum of 30 strips, each strip needs to be at least 42” in length)

· Fabric #1 - Blocks
1.4 metres high contrast fabric light or dark but one that is going to show up against your jelly roll fabrics. 
· Fabric #2 - Sashing
1.2 metres (solid colour or tone on tone) 
· 1.2 metres Border (optional) 

· .6 metres binding.

EQUIPMENT
· Sewing machine, manual and usual sewing supplies. 

· Rotary Cutter.

· Cutting Mat.

· Rulers.

Pre Class cutting instructions. (optional)
Jelly roll Cut each strip into lengths of 2½” x 10½”. Total needed = 120
Fabric #1 Cut 96 @ 3½” x 3½”



Cut 35 @ 2½” x 2½”

Fabric #2 Cut 58 @ 2½” x 10½”.

DO NOT CUT INTO BORDER FABRIC AT THIS STAGE.
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
