· 1 metre background fabric
· .4 metre fabric – 1st  border

· 1 metre fabric – 2nd border

· .7 metre fabric – binding

· 60° triangle ruler

· A4 piece of freezer paper, I will have some available if you do not have any.

· Sewing machine, manual and usual sewing supplies. 

· Rotary Cutter.

· Cutting Mat.

· Rulers. 60° triangle ruler. Long ruler.
